COMMANDER’S CHALLENGE

This month’s Commander’s Challenge, the top Posts in each division with the highest total of new members
(Annual, Life, or Installment Life) will receive a $1,000 award deposited into their Post account.

In addition, if the top Post also shares this challenge on your Post’s Facebook page, they will receive an
additional $250 award! Get the word out and let’s increase our Life membership!

Commander-in-Chief Hal Roesch is focusing on bringing lapsed members back into the fold in 2021. To this
end, we’re issuing a three-month challenge to every VFW Department. From Feb. 1 through April 30, we
want you, as Department leaders, to get your Posts working those lapsed member lists and bringing former
members back into the VFW. For this contest, we’re going to be focusing on members whose dues lapsed
prior to Jan. 1, 2021. We want to see how many of those lapsed members can be recovered by your Posts over
these three months, either as dues-paying annual or Life members. We’ve split the Departments into two
groups:

e Group A for those Departments who had over 20,000 members at the end of the last membership year.

e Group B for the Departments who had fewer than 20,000 members. After close of business on April
30, we’ll look at how many members each Department has recovered; the top finisher in each group
will receive a $5,000 award, the second-place finisher will receive $3,000, and the third-place finisher
will receive $2,000.

Three-Month Lapsed Member Challenge: From Feb. 1 to April 30, the Commander-in-Chief has tasked all
VFW Departments to work their lapsed member lists and bring members back into the fold. The Departments
who recover the most members over the next three months will receive a monetary award into the Department
account, but in addition to that every Department who recovers at least three lapsed members for every Post
in their Department will be entered into a drawing for a .30-30 Henry Rifle!

DEPARTMENT “100 PERCENT” INCENTIVE

Any Department that attains 100% in membership by close of business on March 31, 2021, will be entered
into a random drawing. The Commander (plus guest) and the Quartermaster (plus guest) for the Department
that is selected will each receive:

e $2,500 voucher through Veterans Travel Service (VTS) applied towards airfare,
accommodations and transportation for a trip of their own choice.

50TH ANNIVERSARY VIETNAM WAR COMMEMORATION PROGRAM. The Commemorative
Partner Program is designed for federal, state and local communities, veterans' organizations and other non-
governmental organizations to assist a grateful nation in thanking and honoring our Vietnam veterans and
their families. As a Commemorative Partner, VFW Posts are encouraged to participate in the
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Commemoration of the Vietnam War by planning and conducting events and activities that will recognize
the Vietnam veterans and their families' service, valor, and sacrifice.

Events and activities should be dignified, memorable occasions that show a sensitivity and appreciation for
the solemnity of war and the losses suffered by many. Commemorative Partners should communicate how
their events will achieve the congressionally-mandated objectives of the program. Events or activities should
meet one or more of the following objectives.

1. To thank and honor veterans of the Vietnam War, including personnel who were held as prisoners of
war or listed as missing in action, for their service and sacrifice on behalf of the United States and to thank
and honor the families of these veterans.

2. To highlight the service of the Armed Forces during the Vietnam War and the contributions of
Federal agencies and governmental and non-governmental organizations that served with, or in support of,
the Armed Forces.

3. To pay tribute to the contributions made on the home front by the people of the United States during
the Vietnam War.

4. To highlight the advances in technology, science, and medicine related to military research conducted
during the Vietnam War.

5. To recognize the contributions and sacrifices made by the allies of the United States during the
Vietnam War.

For the VFW Posts interested in becoming an official Commemorative Partner, they must submit an
application and a signed Statement of Understanding.

Applications are available at ViethamWar50th.com on the Commemorative Partner Program. The
approval process is usually less than 30 days. Partners will be kept informed through electronic notifications.
Once approved as a Partner, the Commemoration will provide organizations with a starter kit of materials for
developing and implementing their programs.

FLAG DAY, JUNE 14. All VFW units are reminded to properly display the U.S. Flag on Flag Day,
Monday, June 14 and to conduct a ceremony or program as feasible. You may contact the VFW
Communications Department for a Flag Day speech. It is also suggested Posts should award the VFW
Patriotic Citizen Award (Product No. 4385) for those who have daily displayed our National flag.

POW/MIA FLAG -- OFFICIAL DISPLAY DAYS. Public Law 105-85 (Nov. 16, 1997) indicates the days
that federal agencies, military installations and U.S. post offices are required to display the POW/MIA flag.
The days are: Armed Forces Day, May 15, 2021 (third Saturday in May); Memorial Day, May 31, 2021 (last
Monday in May); Flag Day, June 14; Independence Day, July 4; National POW/MIA Day, Sept. 17, 2021
(third Friday in Sept.); and Veterans Day, Nov. 11. To purchase a POW/MIA flag, go to
viwstore.org/products/GP237.

IRS AND VFW AWARD MONIES. The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) requires that any recipient that
receives more than a $599 award should receive a Form 1099 identifying the proceeds as taxable. This will
include the VFW programs Patriot’s Pen and Smart/Maher VFW National Citizenship Education Teacher
Award.

“Buddy”® Poppy |

“BUDDY”® POPPY CAMPAIGN. Although we emphasize Buddy Poppies on Veterans Day and Memorial
Day, it is important to realize that the distribution of Buddy Poppies should be a year-round exercise. Each
time a Post participates in an activity where the public will be present, Buddy Poppies should be present as a
fundraising tool and simply to recognize our fallen comrades. Where the VFW appears, Buddy Poppies
should be a constant reminder that we will never forget those who have perished in the name of liberty. Just
as “They Gave, Will You?” is a year-round thing, so should the distribution of VFW Buddy Poppies.

Remember that your poppies should be ordered a minimum of 8 weeks in advance of your distribution date.
Be sure to specify a date by which the poppies are required, do not use “ASAP.” Miscellaneous items (coin
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cans, buttons, posters, etc.) should be ordered directly from the VFW Store at
vfwstore.org/category/programs/buddypoppy or the VFW Store/Emblem and Supply Catalog.

The Manual of Procedure provides that Post relief funds may be used for programs such as Voice of
Democracy, Patriot’s Pen, Citizenship Education, and Community Service as long as suggestions in the
chairmen guidebooks are used as an example of promoting these programs.

Posts are further reminded that Section 711 of the Manual of Procedure provides that non-profit
organizations, exempt from taxes under Section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, may assist with the
distribution of Buddy Poppies, provided there shall be no division of proceeds. A donation to these groups
may be made from the Post general fund.

NATIONAL “BUDDY” ® POPPY DISPLAY CONTEST. The time frame for registering and setting up
the Department winning Buddy Poppy displays for the national judging at convention will be the same as last
year. Department winning entries will be accepted for registration and may be set up beginning at 8 a.m.,
Saturday, July 31, until noon, Monday, Aug. 2, 2021. Winning displays will be identified with appropriate
ribbons on Tuesday morning and announced later on the convention floor. Displays must be removed prior to
2:30 p.m. on Wednesday afternoon.

VFW SILVER, GOLD AND DIAMOND ANNIVERSARY POPPIES. The silver, gold and diamond
anniversary Buddy Poppies are for Posts that are currently in their 25th, 50th or 75th anniversary years. For
Posts currently in their 100th year anniversary, they can order any color and as many as they need. The
anniversary poppies are approximately three times as expensive for us to produce, but because of the small
quantities we deal in, we don’t pass those costs on to the Posts. Please limit your order of anniversary
poppies to 1,000 to ensure stock does not run out, unless you are currently in your 100th year. These are
ordered through the Department and processed the same as the red poppies. Annotate on the order to
National that it is for anniversary poppies and specify which one.

SELECTION CRITERIA:
1. Nominees for the annual award must have demonstrated exceptional efforts in assisting veterans
and their families during the 12 months preceding the April 30 deadline.

2. A brief summary (no more than 2 pages) is to be submitted which explains the who, what, when,
where, and how the nominee’s efforts are considered exemplary. Suggested items for
consideration (but not limited to):

e Number of individuals with VFW POAs assisted

e Community outreach conducted

e Examples of excellent customer service provided

e Meticulous use of VetraSpec or another electronic claims processing system (specify system)

Submission of TIMELY monthly reports (if located in a VA regional office)

Number of VFW members recruited

Innovative methods of assistance provided during the COVID-19 pandemic

AWARDS:

Each Department Commander may nominate one eligible individual for this award. The individual who is
ultimately chosen as the recipient of the award will be furnished round-trip travel (for the winner and one
guest) and two night’s hotel accommodations to attend the VFW National Convention (if an in-person event
is held) where the award will be presented. In addition, the award recipient will receive $599 in recognition of
their accomplishments and to offset travel expenses.

Please note that the selection committee will review NVS databases to understand how candidates served
clients. Additionally, the results of test scores at NVS training, the results of any site visits, and other criteria
be considered in making the final decision.

VFW Commander-In-Chief Testifies Virtually Before Congress

On March 18, 2021, VFW National Commander Hal Roesch testified for the first time via video
teleconference before a special joint hearing of the House and Senate Committees on Veterans’ Affairs. The
VFW spotlighted its top priority of toxic exposure reform, demanding Congress develop a comprehensive
solution for veterans who were exposed to toxic chemicals during their time in service. Roesch cited
examples of toxic exposure throughout history, countering the notion that the claim is a new phenomenon.
“Toxic exposure for our troops has been synonymous with service for more than a hundred years, but every
time we’re faced with it, we act as if it’s never happened before,” Roesch said. The VFW also discussed
recommendations centered on veteran economic issues, veteran claims and benefits, and underserved veteran
populations.
